Challenge and Lead – Accreditation Guide
Where using the specific OCN Units (AG1/1/ER/001, AG1/2/ER/002 or AG1/3/ER/002) is not an option, other nationally recognised accreditations can be utilised to accredit the Challenge and Lead programme. 

However, whereas the Leading Change OCN units have been devised specifically for the Challenge and Lead programme, other accreditations may require the programme to be adapted in order to create the evidence required.
Youth Achievement Awards

As each Challenge is 15 hours minimum and the OCN unit at the appropriate level is 30 Guided Learning Hours – 2 Challenges would complete the content of one OCN Unit. However, the programme can be expanded in order to complete the 4 Challenges required to achieve the full Youth Achievement Award (YAA).
